XSLT in DW
Extensible stylesheet transformation. A language for transforming XML documents. XSLT is used to transform an XML document into another XML document, or another type of document that is recognized by a browser, like HTML and XHTML. Normally XSLT does this by transforming each XML element into an (X)HTML element.
1. Go to File | New and choose xslt Entire Page.
2. Browse to the xml file and click OK

3. The databindings opens automatically and binds the data

4. On the page, write the following:
Catalogue
Then use an unordered list and put Title, Artist, Country, Description

5. Next to Description put your cursor and then go to Insert | Image. Choose Data Source and choose the pic. 

6. Highlight the Title and then double click on title in the databings. Highlight Artists and click in databindings, etc. 

7. Save. If you check in browser you will see it but it will be the first item only. Now we need to create a repeat region.

8. Highlight ALL on the page excluding the word Catalogue. 

9. Go to Insert | xslt | repeat region. 

10. Format as desired [including attaching a css  file.
11. when you upload you need to point to the xml file and not the xslt file. You need to put a link to the xslt file immediately after the dtd of the xml file as follows:
